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Referencing Guide:  Harvard style

The Harvard Style of referencing is widely accepted in scholarly circles. In the Harvard Style each reference is indicated in the text by the author and date of the publication cited, sometimes with added information such as page numbers. You may come across many different styles or ways of using the Harvard or author-date system. 
The following information and examples are based on: Style Manual for authors, editors and printers 6th edition /revised by Snooks & Co. 2002

In-text References

In the text of your essay or thesis you should identify your source by giving, in parentheses, the author's name and year of publication of the work to which reference has been made. 
From the textual reference, the reader can turn to the alphabetical list of references for full publication details. Page numbers are essential if directly quoting from a work, use single quotation marks and relevant page number. If a work being referred to is long then page numbers may be useful to the reader. 
For example: 

Walker (2000) compared reaction times 

Walker (2000, pp. 45- 54) compared reaction times

In a recent study of reaction times (Walker  2000). 

If two or more works are cited by different authors, separate them with a semicolon
Investigations confirm this approach (Walker 2000; Hamilton 2003) 

Reference List 

At the end of your work you should include a list of ALL the references you have cited in your text. 
In the Harvard Style sources that are not cited in the text but are relevant to the subject may be listed separately as a bibliography. The same method of presentation is used for both a list of references and a bibliography. 

The Reference List is arranged alphabetically by author, and thereafter chronologically, starting with the earliest date.

Author(s) of book - surname and initials Year of publication, Title of book - italicised, Edition. Publisher, Place of publication. 

Carment, D 2004, Northern encounters: new directions in North Australian history, Charles Darwin University Press, Darwin, N.T.


Book chapter 

Author(s) of chapter - surname and initials Year of publication, ‘Title of chapter - in single quotation marks’, [in] Author of book (if different), Title of book - italicised, Edition, Publisher, Place of publication, Page number(s). 

Sanders, R 2004, ‘Decision making and problem solving’, in Australian library supervision and management, 2nd edn, Centre for Information Studies, Wagga Wagga, NSW, pp. 101-14. 



Conference paper 

Author(s) of paper - surname and initials Year of publication, ‘Title of paper - in single quotation marks’, [in] Editor (if applicable), Title of published proceeding which may include place held and date(s) - italicised, Publisher, Place of publication, page number(s). 
Bourassa, S 1999, ‘Effects of child care on young children’, Proceedings of the third annual meeting of the International Society of Child Psychology, International Society Psychology, Atlanta, Georgia, pp. 44-6. 
(example from Style manual for authors, editors and printers,2002)



Journal article 

Author(s) of article - surname and initials Year of publication, ‘Title of article - in single quotation marks’, Journal name - italicised, volume number, issue number or other identifier (such as month or quarter), page number(s). 
Wiseman, L 2005, ‘Snapshot of e-learning: all you need to know about the new wave of training’, Training and Development in Australia, vol. 32, no. 1, pp. 21-2.


Film, videos, TV and radio programs 

Title of program – italicised date of recording, format, publisher, place of recording, date viewed. 
Icebreakers 2000, video recording, Videotrain, East Malvern, Victoria, 

Seven wonders of the industrial world: Bell Rock Lighthouse 2005, television program, ABC Television, Sydney, 6 December 
( Note: the in-text reference would be to the title of the program, also in italics.



Newspaper articles 

Author(s) of article - surname and initials Year of publication, ‘Title of article - in single quotation marks’, Newspaper name - italicised, day month, page number(s). 

Maiden S 2005, ‘Smaller unis among best performing’, The Australian, 30 November, p. 36. 

( Note: if the newspaper article does NOT have an author then provide details in-text citation only, NOT in the Reference List. 
For example: The Australian (30 November, p. 36) states…… 


Personal communication 

Information gained through personal communication, either – face-to-face interview or conversation, telephone call, facsimile, letter, email, etc. – should be provided as an in-text citation. Details of personal communications do not need to be included in the Reference List. 

The information, including day, month and year, is provided in the text, or parenthically. Details of the organisation that the person represents may also be included. Note that initials precede the family name. 

When interviewed on 26 April 2005, Ms A Smart confirmed….. 

Ms S Smart confirmed this by facsimile on 26 April 2005. 

Ms A Smart (Manager, Library Services) confirmed this by email on 26 April 2005.


Reports 

Author(s) of report - surname and initials Year of publication, Title of report - italicised, Report series code and number, Sponsoring body or body issuing report series, Publisher (if different from sponsoring body). 
Van Dam, RA 2002, A preliminary risk assessment of can toads in Kakadu National park, report 164


Thesis 

Author of thesis - surname and initials Year of preparation of thesis, ‘Title of thesis – in single quotation marks’, Award, Institution under whose auspices the study was taken. 

Kelley, G 2002 ‘Tree water use and soil water dynamics in savannas of northern Australia’, PhD thesis, Northern Territory University, Darwin.


Electronic Documents

CD-ROM 

Title – italicised Year, CD-ROM, Publisher, Place of publication

Australian encyclopedia of occupational health and safety 1999, CD-ROM, Standards Australia, Strathfield, NSW.



Discussion list message 

Author <author’s email address> Year of posting, title of posting – in quotation marks, description of posting, date and month of posting, name of list owner, date of viewing, <URL>. 

Shively, E <chminf-l@listserv.indiana.edu> 1997, ‘CA pre-1967 information’, list server, 1 July, Chemical Information Sources Discussion List, viewed 3 July, <http://listserv.indiana.edu/archives/chminf-l.html>. 



Journal article from a database 

Author(s) of article - surname and initials Year of publication, ‘Title of article - in single quotation marks’, Journal name - italicised, volume number, issue number, page number(s), viewed month date, year, name of database. 

Whap, G 2001, ‘A Torres Strait Islander perspective on the concept of indigenous knowledge’ Journal of Australian Indigenous Issues, vol. 29, no.2, pp. 22-9, viewed 07 December 2005, Australian Public Affairs Full Text. 



Website document 

Author/editor Date of document, Title of document – italicised, name of the sponsor of the source, date of viewing, <URL>.
