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ABSTRACT

The paper must have an abstract. The abstract should be self-contained and understandable by a general reader outside the context of the paper. An abstract is presented to the reader before the beginning of an article. The abstract

briefly tells what the researchers did, how they did it, what they found, and what that means. More specifically, an abstract of an social scientific study will describe:

1. the problem being investigated or question being answer,

2. the subjects, along with key information about those subjects,

3. the experimental method(s) used,

4. the results of the study, including statistical significance levels; and

5. what the results mean, both in the study and with regard to prior research,

theories, and the world outside the research lab.

A properly written abstract will convey all that information in about 100 to 120 words. There should be no reason to refer to the article to understand jargon, abbreviations, or other oddities in the abstract
